Discussion
1. Reporting data in the common layout is considered as time-consuming by the data-providers, especially when data from different laboratories needs to be aggregated but necessary with regards to reporting meta-information documenting the results.
2. The BMDC proposes to include in the “Documentation” page of its website, a series of thematic concepts descriptions: schemas, explanations, frequently asked questions… 

3. BMDC suggests strongly that corrections of datasets are reported so the database can be updated and contains the corrected data.  On the website an overview will be presented of the changes done on existing datasets together with the modify date.

4. The common layout will also be “renamed” with a version number – in order to keep a backup of the older versions/changes.

5. Véronique Rousseau asked for an overview of the number of users/types of uses (who, when, which data, what for?)... This will be included in the annual report.
